WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin as renumbered various Wisconsin Statues

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin has passed Act 35, allowing conceal carry of
 handguns; electric weapons (tasers, etc.); knives except switchblades; and billy clubs. § 175.60(1)(j). “Handgun” refers to true handguns designed to be fired one-handed and does not include machine guns, short-barreled rifles or short-barreled shotguns. § 175.60(1)(bm).

WHEREAS, the Town of Kewaskum is making changes to comply with the conceal carry law that went into effect on November 1, 2011.
